The institution was started because of the keen interest shown by the hon’ble CM in
development of his assembly Constituency for the benefit of common man living in the
area. This led the Hon’ble Vice Chancellor and the Syndicate of Mahatma Gandhi
University to start the Regional Institute of Medical Sciences and Research (RIMSR)
offering B.Sc Nursing, B.Sc MLT and B.Pharmacy with a total strength of 500 students in
all the disciplines.

The puthuppally Panchayat and residents of thalappady Area have given 14.3 Acres
of land at a very nominal cost to Mahatma Gandhi University thereby showing their
keen involvement in the development of this institute. The campus is thus sprang over
14.3 acres of land with ample space for future developments.

We at MGURIMSR are committed to the cause of healthcare for common man. The
rural population is much benefited by the existence of this medical research institution
in their area.
